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The Governor has been pleased to make obligatory, on the part of the employers of anybusiness' trade, undertaking, shops, commercial and industrial establishment including TeaGardens to declare the scheduled dates of poll for the parliamentary and lssemblyconstituencies concerned as paid holiday under Section 1358 of the Representation ofPeoples Act' 1951', for their workers to enable them to 
"r,"r.ii"ir,"ir franchise in the ensuingelection' ln case of re-poll, the employees / workers shalr be attowea to cast their votes onthe date of re-poll and the date of re-poll shall also be declared as paid holiday. section 1358of the Representation of peoples Act, 1951 is reproduced below : _

section 1358 : Grant of paid horiday to emproyees on the day of po, :

(1) Every person employed in any business, trade, industriar undertaking or any otherestablishment and entitled to vote an election to the House of people or the LegislativeAssembly of a State, shall, on the day of poll, be granted a holiday.
(2) No deduction or abatement of the wages of any such person shall be made on account of aholiday having been granted in accordance w-ith sub-section (1) and if such person is employed on thebasis of that he would not ordinarily receive wages for such day, he shall none-the-less be paid forsuch day the wages he would have drawn had not a horiday been granted to him on that day.

(3) lf an employer contravenes the provisions of sub- section (1) or sub-section (2), then suchemployer shail be punishabre with fine, which may extend to five hundred rupees.
(a) This section shall not apply to any elector whose absence may cause danger or substantialloss in respect of the employment in which he is engaged,

The above provisions require that all establishments and shops including those whichwork on shift basis shall be closed on the day of poll in the constituency where a General/Bye-election is to be herd. However, there may be cases where . p.rrr" i!;;ilr;il"1ij.", 
",the constituency and registered as an eiector, may be serving/employed in an industrialundertaking or an establishment located outside the constitu"nli", having an Election. tt isclarified that in such a constituency concerned he would also be entitled to the benefit of a

extended under the section 1358(1) of the Representation of the peopre Act,

The daily wage/casual workers are also entitled for a holiday and wages on poll day asprovided in Section 1358 of the Representation of peopres Act, rg51.

You are therefore, requested to please instruct your constituent members to grant apaid holiday on the day of poll to the concerned constituencies for all categories of workersand employees abiding by the section 13s(B) of the Representation of peoples Act, 1951, sothat, they can exercise their franchise in the aforesaid erection.
